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SPECIALISED COURSE ON REHABILITATION ENGLISH 
Period: 18 June – 1 July 2007

Objectives

In an era of increasing mobility and international cooperation, it is important that people from different national backgrounds are able to communicate properly. Over the last years, the English language has become the common international language. The language course offered by Workability Europe and its partners is unique in the sense that it includes a tailor-made component for rehabilitation professionals with elementary or intermediate level of English. The course is ideal for rehabilitation professionals from all over Europe wishing to enhance their English language skills while immersed in English speaking culture and social climate.    

At the end of the summer school, participants will have:

·  improved their skills in general English and specifically their use of rehabilitation English.

·  gained more confidence and competence in communication and participation in international events
·  increased their fluency, extended the vocabulary, improved accuracy of expression and have better understanding of written and spoken English.

Programme
The programme is based on a two-week stay
 and includes:
* Classes in General English - total of 40 lessons of 45 min each
* Specialised classes in Rehabilitation English - total of 20 lessons of 1hr each
* Social and cultural activities

* Transfers from and to the airport

* Daily support and assistance from a local company

Accommodation

Accommodation is on half-board basis (breakfast & dinner) and different options are possible (for price ranges see next page): 

A) Single or sharing double standard room in the campus of the school.
B) Single or sharing in double/twin comfort room in the campus of the school.
* All apartments consist of 1, 2 or 3 bedrooms, sitting/dining area & kitchenette, bathroom & WC and large terraces.
* The comfort rooms are better furnished and equipped and usually for sole use
* Students staying in the campus of the school have their breakfast & dinner in the restaurant of the school.
C) Maltese host family (near the school) - accommodation is in a single room but bathroom and other facilities might be shared with other students in the house. Students have their breakfast and dinner in the house. All families are carefully selected to meet the expectations of everybody.

Social and cultural activities in English
* One study visit to the centre of the largest service provider NGO to people with disabilities in Malta - Eden Foundation. During the visit participants will have the chance to learn about the different programmes and activities of the Eden Foundation as well as exchange views with fellow rehabilitation professionals.

* One half-day guided excursion during the weekend to the old capital of Malta - Mdina. We visit the impressive bastions of that ancient capital, from which we can enjoy the beauty of almost all Malta; the cathedral of St. Paul - the patron of the island and we marvel the winding streets and the palaces of the Maltese nobility. The tour continues to the wonderful Botanic Garden of the island with its abundance of flora from all over the world. 
* One half-day guided tour during the weekend to the modern day capital of Malta-Valletta, the city built by the Knights of Malta. The tour will take you to the garden of the Italian knights that commands a breathtaking view of the Grand Harbour and the historical three cities opposite the Valletta peninsula; then to St. John’s cathedral - the impressive cathedral established by the Knights including a visit to the museum of the famous Italian artist Caravaggio with world-known paintings. 

* Half-day of relaxation during the weekend - visit to Blue Grotto. We shall admire the natural wonder the Blue Grotto cave, surrounded by mystic sea caves with a deep bottom reflecting the brilliant colours of marine fauna. 
* Wine tasting during the week in the cellars of the biggest and oldest winery of Malta. A professional sommelier will guide you in tasting the most popular & best wines in Malta, accompanied by Maltese appetizers. Transfers included.

· Transport to and from all events as well as entrance fees to all establishments are included in the total price of the programme.

L A N G U A G E   P L U S   S C H O O L 
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The Language Plus School is situated in one of the most beautiful areas of Malta near the sea. The school complex comprises a nice garden, outdoor pool, cafeteria/restaurant, internet & games room, comfortable class rooms, residence for accommodation. The school provides very high level of education, attention is mostly paid to the communication skills and the lessons are conducted in a friendly and relaxed atmosphere. A variety of entertainments and excursions are offered every day. The students (coming from more than 20 countries) are placed according to their age in international groups of max 10 persons. 
Lessons schedule:
From Monday to Friday only:

* Morning lessons - from 09.00 to 12.30 h (break 10.30 – 11.00 h) 
* Afternoon lessons - from 13.30 to 15.30 h
Evaluation test , commencement of course and level of English required
* In order to determine his/her general level of English language knowledge, the student takes a short evaluation test upon arrival at the school. The test is corrected immediately and based on the result he/she is placed in the relevant level for the study of general English. 
* The course starts the same day. Courses usually start on Monday morning every week, so students must arrive in Malta on Saturday or Sunday. If requested, the organisers could try to arrange for alternative day of commencement of the course. 
* In order to benefit maximally from the Course – especially for the rehabilitation English part – it is expected that students would have at least elementary knowledge of English.
